
--Rosie’s Ready Mixes it up at Tioga Trails Contra Sunday March 20--

Rosie’s Ready Mix is the featured band for the Contra and Square Dance Sunday March 20, 4-7PM, at Tioga Trails, corner of Lake and Main, Owego.
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Hope Grietzer, a recent inductee into the New York State Fiddlers' Hall of Fame, and has made her musical mark in New York, Pennsylvania, and throughout the Rocky Mountain states, where she was voted Rocky Mountain Region Fiddler of the Year.   Hope currently teaches fiddle full time in Owego, New York, hosts a children’s fiddling program, and appears at performance and dance venues about the state.   

Curt Osgood on hammered dulcimer has appeared at numerous coffeehouse and performance venues, as well as in dance ensembles about NY State. Curt has worked for coffeehouse organizations about NY State, and has been instrumental in running the Cranberry Dulcimer Gathering in upstate NY.  For the last several years he has officially co-hosted the "Jam Tent" at the popular Old Song Festival in Altamont NY, and has released a CD “Newfield Sessions”.    Says a reviewer at Dulcimer Players News: "Curt's dulcimer playing is clear and precise and the interaction between the fiddle and hammered dulcimer is remarkable." 

John Wobus grew up studying classical piano.  He spent a part of his college career as a piano performance major, later doing graduate work in music theory. Also during college, John developed an avid interest in old time, Irish, and contradance music.  Eventually John came to apply his piano skills to this music, bringing together his experience as a contradancer, a melody-instrument player, his musical knowledge, and his piano technique. He has developed his contradance style over nearly twenty years of playing for dances in the Central New York region. 

David Smukler from Syracuse will be teaching and calling contra and square dances. Contradancing, like square dancing, is done to a walking step and is easy to learn. No experience is necessary. All dances are taught and prompted. Partners not required. Bring friends, family, or come by yourself and join us for late afternoon fun dancing or just great listening.
